--Durango Mountain Club Rules and Regulations


Background:  the first two months of operations of the Durango Mountain Club have seen instances where behavior of children has resulted in the damage to Club property or interfered with the enjoyment of the Club by other Club members.  This addendum to the rules and regulations is intended to establish certain clear policies and provide the General Manager with DMMA Board endorsement for options in more egregious circumstances.
1. Fitness Center:  children under the age of 16 are not permitted to utilize the Center.  Signs to this effect shall be posted in the Center.

2. Family Game Room Game Systems:  when others are waiting, game use on each station will be limited to 20 minutes per player.  Signs to this effect shall be posted in the Family Game Room.  The General Manager may establish a sign-up system to further control use when volume dictates.

3. Parental Supervision:  as needed, the General Manager may require parents to accompany their children while they are in the Club.  The General Manager is authorized to evict children from the Club that are not following Club policies, abusing Club facilities or interrupting the enjoyment of the Club by others.  The General Manager is authorized to apply an appropriate fee to the accounts of Club guests who utilize the Club as a location to drop off their children and do no provide supervision.
4. Peak Periods:  the General Manager is encouraged, budgets permitting, to provide staffing in the Family Game room during high utilization periods in order to monitor behavior and assist with proper and shared use of Club amenities.
